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Fifty Trees of Indiana
Fifty Trees of Indiana is available as a 64-page black 
and white booklet or as a CD with an interactive tool 
to identify trees, plus lots of color photos of tree forms, 
leaves, flowers, fruit, bark, twigs, and buds. The CD 
also has background information about tree families 
and communities, pop-up glossary definitions, and 
lesson plans that match Indiana Educational Standards 
for grades 4 and 6-12. These materials do not describe 
all Indiana trees or give descriptions of the trees’ 
winter conditions. The book (4-H-15-80) costs $3. The 
CD (CD-FNR-2) costs $15.

Trees of Indiana CD
Trees of Indiana was designed for dendrology students who have some fundamental 
knowledge of taxonomic groupings of trees. Although this knowledge is not essential, it is 
helpful. An introductory section explains the difference between hardwoods and conifers 
with pictures and descriptions. The CD also includes a species section with 118 species 
of trees (102 native to Indiana and 16 introduced and fairly common in the state). This 
section has descriptions of each species and pictures that illustrate important identifying 
characteristics described in the text. CD-FNR-1 costs $25.

Biological Control of Purple Loosestrife
Purple loosestrife, an invasive plant, is a widespread and serious problem in wetlands, 
lakes, and waterways throughout the United States. Control by conventional means has 
proven to be impractical. An alternative is biological control by introduction of natural 
enemies from its native range. Biological Control of Purple Loosestrife (4-H-917, 48 
pages, $2) shows students in grades 9-12 how to raise and release beetles that feed only on 
loosestrife. A leader’s guide (4-H-918, 94 pages) also is available for $8.

Junior Master Gardener materials promote a love of 
gardening, develop an appreciation for the environment, 
and cultivate the mind. Health and Nutrition from the 
Garden (4-H-B-6084, $29), teaches young gardeners 
that growing and eating nutritious food can be fun. The 
230-page book contains activities such as growing bean 

tepees, making peanut butter, and 
baking sweet potato chips. The 
192-page Junior Master Gardener 
Student Manual (4-H-B-6082, 
$16.50) covers plant growth and development, soil and water, and 
ecology and the environment. It also discusses beneficial and harmful 
insects, plant diseases, landscaping, fruits and nuts, vegetable and 
herb gardening, and careers in horticulture. The companion 416-
page Teacher/Leader Guide (4-H-B-6083, $39) has 69 pages of 
corresponding worksheets, plus fun pages, songs, and additional 
resource materials.
